Directions:  

From Bluegrass Parkway- dead-end and turn right on Route 60.  Take the second exit on right past the Bluegrass Airport (North onto Route 4, New Circle Rd.)  Follow New Circle Road (4) to Exit 9B- Newtown Pike.  Take Newtown Pike to I-75 South (Knoxville) and follow directions below.

From I-64 East or West follow signs to junction of I-75 South- Knoxville and follow directions below. 

I-75 Southbound turn left off Exit 104, I-75 Northbound, turn right off Exit 104.  Check your odometer; your next turn will be in 4.9 miles

From I-75 take Exit 104 toward Athens, away from Lexington.  You are on Athens-Boonesboro Rd.  Travel straight through the 4-Way stop in Athens.  Just under 5 miles from the interstate, you will see a "Scenic Drive", "Bluegrass Tour" sign pointing to the right and a beige house with white picket fence on your left.   Turn right here, onto Grimes Mill Rd.  Go 1.5 miles and turn left onto Munch's Corner Lane.  Veer left at the 3-way intersection.  Ignore the "private drive" "no trespassing, no excuses" signs!  Follow the gravel road until it dead ends at our farm 1400 Munch's Corner.  The house number is on the black plank fence, as you enter the paved driveway.
